IMPORTANT: As with any hydraulic unit, this unit may cccasionally become *‘air-bound’* due to being tippad over during ship-
ment. Ta purge the air from the lines, open the release and pump rapidly a fow strokes. Close raleass and pump to full height,
then open the release to allow the ram to descend rapidly. If the pump etill seems *‘spongy’’, repeat the procedure. )
