If the above procedures do not correct the problem, contact your nearest service depot. When submitting any jack or equipment to
be repaired, be sure to state the nature of the problem and indicate whether an estimate of the repair cost is needed.

IMPORTANT: As with any hydraulic unit, this unit may occasionally become *‘‘air-bound’’ due to being tipped over during ship-
ment. To purge the air from the oil lines, open the release and pump rapidly a few strokes. Close release and pump to full height,
then open the release to allow the ram to descend rapidly. If the pump still seems ‘'spongy’’, repeat the procedure.
