Operation. The owner and/of operator shall have an
ungerstanding of these operating instructions and
warnings before operating the ram.

Inspection

1. Visual inspection shall be made before each use of the
ram, checking for teaking hydroullc fluld. and dam -
aged, loose or missing parts.

2. Each ram shall be inspected by an authorized service
center mmediately, if subjected fo an abnormal load or
shock.

3 Owners and/or users should be aware that repair of this
equipment may require specialized knowledge and
facilities. !t is recommended thaf an annual inspection
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of the ram be made by an cuthorized service center
and that any defective parts, decals or waming lcbels
be replaced with genuine factory parfs. A list of
authorized service centers is avoiloble from the factory.

Damaged Rams. Any rem which appears 1o be damaged
in any way, is found to be badly worn, of operates
abnormolly SHALL BE REMOVED FROM SERVICE until
necessary repairs are made by an authorized service center,

Operation.

1. Always tighten attachments and extension iubes the
full thread provided. Use ram for lifting only. Always
support load by approptiale means.

2 Center the load on the rom. Off center toads and
loacs lited while ram is not level may dcmage the
ram of cause persenal injury.

MAINTENANCE

1. Use only hydraulic Jack oil. Never use cicohoi or
hydraulic brake fluid.

2. Always keep your ram clean.

3. Keep ram fully retracted when notinuse.
