Tool Set Up

Attaching the Handle

CAUTION! The Handle socket may be held
down by a clip under tension. Wear ANSI-
approved safety goggles before freeing
Handle socket. Remove clip carefully.

Bleeding

Fasten the Upper Handle to the Lower Handle.

2. Loosen the Set Screw and insert the
assembled Handle into the Handle Socket.

3. Tighten the Set Screw.

Loosen the Fill Screw.

2. Insert the Handle into the Handle Socket
to operate the Release Valve.

3. Turn the Handle counterclockwise to open the valve.

Adding Oil
