MAINTAINING OIL LEVEL

grade Hydraulic Jack oil. DO NOT use Hydraulic

1 .or dlrty oil. Use of an improper fluid can cause
serious internal damage to your jack.

ADDING OIL:

e Position the jack on level ground and fully lower
the saddle. Remove oil filler plug (See Fig. 2).

e Oil should be filled to the level of the oil filler
plug hole. If low, add oil as needed.

REPLACING OIL:

e To drain oil, remove oil filler plug and open
release valve.(See Fig. 2)
e Turn jack over and drain old oil out through the
oil filler plug note.
