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RULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

IMPORTANT: Sometimes during shipment and/or
handling, air gets into the hydraulic system, causing
poor lifting performance. This is indicated by a
springy feel as you pump the jack under a load.

PURGE ANY AIR FROM THE SYSTEM by simply
opening Release Valve (turn handle counter-clock-
wise) and operate pump handle rapidly several times.

CAUTION

THIS JACK IS DESIGNED FGR JACKING PURPOSES

ONLY. AFTER JACKING, ALWAYS USE SAFETY STANDS
TO SUPPORT LOAD BEFORE MAKING REPAIRS. FOR
YOUR SAFETY-DO NOT OVERLOAD THIS JACK

With Release Valve TIGHTLY CLOSED: GENERAL
NOMENCLATURE

1. Upward stroke draws oil from Reservoir Tank into Plunger
Cavity. Hydraulic pressure keeps Valve closed, keeping Fia. 1
oil in cylinder. g-

2. Downward stroke of Plunger forces oil into Cylinder.

Ram is forced out, raising saddle.

If load exceeds rated capacity, oil is automatically re-
leased back into Reservoir thru Safety Overload Valve.

3. When Ram reaches maximum stroke, oil is by-passed back
into Reservoir, thus preventing overextended Ram Stroke.

When Releas¢ Valve is opened, oil is allowed to flow back
into Reservoir, releasing hydraulic pressure on Ram and
permitting saddle to be lowered.



MAINTENANCE PROCEDURES

Maintaining Oil Level

IMPORTANT: When adding or replacing oil, always use a good grade,
Hydraulic Jack Qil. DO NOT use Brake Fluid, Alcohol, Glycerine, Deter-
gent Motor Oil, or Dirty Oil. Improper fluid can cause serious internal
damage to Jack.

Adding 0Ojl: With Saddle fully lowered & jack on level ground, remove
Filler Plug (See Fig. 2). Oil level should be approx. 3/16"” below plug
hole. If low, add oil as needed.

'A‘ep/acing Oil: To drain oil remove filler plug and release valve gear assem-
bly. (See Figure 3) Turn jack over and pour old oil out. While refilling
to 3/16 of an inch below oil filler plug, be very careful not to permit
dirt or foreign matter to get into system. After refilling be sure to purge
any air from the system by opening release valve (turn handle counter-
clockwise) and operate pump handle rapidly several times.

Lubrication

Add grease to Upper Arm Grease Fitting every 3 months. (See Fig. 3)

Preventing Rust

Check Ram & Plunger every 3 months for any signs of rust or
corrosion, Clean as needed and wipe with an oily cloth.

When not using the jack, always leave the Saddle & Pump Plunger all
the way down.
