Air under ram —When there is a quantity of air under
the ram, the ram will raise until it hits the load, then it
will stay there until there has been sufficient number of
pump strokes to compress this air to the proper pres-
sure to lift the load. If this happens, turn jack upside
down with ram extended, open release screw and
close jack completely. This will cause air to return to oil
reservoir.
